Pilot Project
· Aug 15th deadline
· Process:

· send in registration forms
· CIHR finds peers to review the proposal (you suggest 6 reviewers)

· send in the full proposal by September 15th, 2003

· Ideas:

· Surveillance – need 5 centers to submit data – probably a year’s worth in order to be effective.

· Needs to include basic information that would need to be collated and analyzed.

· Once analysis is complete questions need to be developed 

· We can’t just say we are creating a database – we need to detail the research outcomes

· Fil might have some money available to assist with the writing of the proposal
NET Grant
· Letter of Intent is due September 1st, 2003
· CIHR will get back to us by Nov. 1st
· From Nov. 1 to Feb. 1st – write proposal

· Proposal should include:

· 3 – 6 independent investigators

· at least 2 must have an established track record

· must cross-over at least two of the CIHR themes

· main researcher must be independent (without infrastructure support)
· at least 3 should of the researchers should have extensive publications and grants
· Members of the team need to be multi-disciplinary
· Primary Investigators maximum must be 6

· We need to register with the CIHR and get a PIN number to start the process.  Laura agreed to begin the process of downloading the info from the CIHR

· Scientific or Ethical Review does not have to be done before the proposal goes in; you just need to have a process in place.
