Reading/reviewing topics of interest prior to the rotation will maximize the knowledge gained during the rotation.

Daily rounds at CHEO/Roger’s house plus home visits as planned.  Residents are encouraged to arrange home visits to adult patients early in the rotation with a view to ongoing care/observation.  These are arranged in consultation with Dr. Louise Coulombe.  

For residents approved by their department/division to do call for palliative care, discussion of call to take place on first day of rotation if not already discussed with Dr. Vadeboncoeur.

Multidisciplinary palliative care rounds occur on Tuesdays 1330-1430 at Roger’s House every second week.

Teaching sessions (ideally 3, 1 to be prepared by resident):  topics can include pain management, dyspnea, nausea and vomiting, communication, raised intracranial pressure or other topic previously requested by resident.  Discussion on 1st day of rotation can facilitate timing of sessions but if availability of resident is limited, teaching sessions may not occur.
